Tools Needed for Assembly

Installation Manual

Step 1

Snap Front panel into the end of Side panel 1 with furnace 
support facing up as shown.

Step 2

Snap Front panel into the end of Side panel 2 with furnace 
support facing up as shown.

Step 3

Snap Back panel into the end of Side panel 1 and 2 with furnace 
support facing up and slide down as shown.

Step 4

Ensure the bottom edges are even and all sides are aligned, 
then drill (4) hex head screws into the Side panels at the 
locations indicated.
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Step 5

Place the box upside down and slide the short S-Locks onto 
the bottom edges of the Front and Back panels. Slide the 
long S-Locks onto the bottom edges of the Side panels while 
ensuring the open S-Lock Channels are on the outside of each 
panel, as shown.

Step 6

Insert the Bottom panel into each of the (4) S-Lock Channels. 
Once the Bottom panel has been pushed down into place, drill 
(2) hex head screws into the middle of the long S-Locks as 
indicated.

IMPORTANT: If the box needs to be cut down, please do so prior to 
beginning Step 6.

Step 7

Place the box upright, align the assembly holes on the Top panel 
with those on the Side panels, and secure with (4) round head 
screws as shown.
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Step 8

Place the box on its back, align the assembly holes on the piano 
hinge with those on the Front panel, and secure with (4) or (5) 
round head screws as shown. Then secure the knob handle to the 
Piano Hinged Door via the assembly hole on the Door and screw 
included within the handle.

Step 9

Slide the (2) Filter Rails onto the filter box furnace supports on 
the Side panels, and then slide them all the way back so they are 
secured between the furnace supports on the Back panel and 
Side panels.

ATTENTION  

Do not use screws to fasten the filter rails.

Step 10

Your Flow Right Filter Box is now fully assembled and ready for a 
filter and your furnace.

IMPORTANT: Side panels 1, 2, or the back panel may be cut to 
attach the return air duct.
